LENCOISMARANHENSES

Escape to one of Brazils most spectacular landscapes. Hidden in the
northeast of Brazil, in the state of Maranhao, you will find a true oasis in
the desert, called Lengdis Maranhenses. This national park preserves vast
dunes with fresh water lagoons. The jaw-dropping setting is truly unique
and offers an unforgettable experiencel This sand dune oasis, complete
with coconut groves, provides just the right exotic escape for those
looking for a dose of adventure mixed in to a beach getaway.

JERICOACOARA
