Fishing in the Delta is a seasonal activity, with 

excellent bream fishing from May to September 

and superb chances of landing tigerfish during 

September to mid-November. Enjoy motorboat 

trips to some of the Delta's best fishing spots, 

for a chance to experience the beautiful  

surroundings before landing a variety of  

species such as tilapia and tiger fish.
